
Spectator Code of Conduct 
 

“Enjoy the game and let them Play”.  
 
As an Association we will try to provide an opportunity for young men and women to 
enjoy amateur sport through the game of baseball. We will encourage sportsmanship and 
fellowship among all participants, to improve the player’s skills through the game of 
baseball at a competitive level as governed by the Ontario Baseball Association (OBA). 
 
As a “Spectator” (anyone other than a Player, Coach, Team or League official) failing to 
observe the following rules you can be asked by an Umpire, League or Game Official to 
leave the ball park, and could face further discipline action pending review of the 
situation. 
 
Therefore, the following will not be tolerated; 
 

- Any verbal abuse to players, coaches, game or league officials 
- Threatening of, or any physical contact of a player, coach, game or league official 
- Consumption of alcoholic beverages in the ballpark at anytime. 
- Disruption of the game by entering the playing surface, or throwing any object 

onto the playing surface.  
- Excessive arguing an Umpire’s call at anytime.  
 

Any of the above mentioned is unacceptable behavior and the offending Spectator 
will be subject to disciplinary action by the Soo Select Baseball Association 
Executive in accordance with the SSBA Operational By-Laws, Section 5.08.  
 
Appeals to any suspensions or disciplinary action by the SSBA Executive will be 
dealt with in accordance to Operating By-Laws, section 5.05 and section 5.06.
